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  Operations News

Congratulations to Captain Hart on his promotion to Battalion Chief.  Captain Hart will officially start as the A shift Battalion Chief on April 13th.  Battalion Chief Slauter is moving to B shift and will start April 14th.  The Station 52 House Captain position is currently open for bidding by the other Captains, which will be closed on April 8th. I would like to thank Battalion Chief Wilson for all his hard work during the past couple of years which has made us a better fire department.

We have submitted a grant request for the purchase of new turnout gear, totaling $167,778.  The FPDB has graciously allowed us to match up to 20 percent, 10 percent more than required.  It will be several months before we have any official word from AFG, so remain patient.  Our goal is to outfit all firefighters from Captain down to dedicated shift firefighter with two sets of gear.  All the sign up firefighters will have one set issued and a back up set if surplus allows.  Our goal is to establish a 10 year replacement program.  

No further news on the SCBA replacement.  We currently have a 2007 standard MSA unit for testing.  Scott has committed to providing at least 2-4 units in the near future for testing purposes.  I will have further information to provide for you after FDIC.
