  Did you know?


Did you know that we have a pair of visitors at the Indianapolis Zoo for the summer?  

They are 2 male koalas which are native to Queensland, Australia.  The exhibit opened Saturday, May 24, 2008.  “Bamba” and “Coombah” are the first of their kind to visit here since 1994, and are on loan from the San Diego Zoo.  They are here on a temporary loan, partially because of what they eat. Koalas eat eucalyptus, and that's the only thing they eat.  Indiana winters are not conducive to growing eucalyptus here so we basically have to ship it in from Florida and from Phoenix, Arizona.  

The animals are marsupials, not bears, so koala bear is a little bit incorrect. The zoo made extensive renovations to its Forests Biome to make sure the critters have everything they need, including other animals from their home. Plans have also called for the exhibit to include Australian finches, a White’s tree frog, carpet python and bearded dragon lizards.  The koalas will stay at the Indianapolis Zoo, 1200 W. Washington St., through Sept. 1.
